Dear Hon. Minister Toews:

I am concerned about the number of car collisions occurring as a result of impaired driving.  It is estimated on average that 4 Canadians are KILLED and approximately 190 Canadians are INJURED each day due to car crashes involving alcohol and/or drugs.  (MADD Canada)

Internationally, Canadian law allows for one of the highest blood alcohol levels.  In fact we are second highest to the United States.  As a responsible country, Canada has a duty to make and enforce laws that are in the best interest of its citizens and provide a solution to a national problem.

I am aware and supportive of the Private Member’s Bill introduced by Susan Kadis, Member of Parliament.  This bill calls for the reduction of Canada’s Blood Alcohol Content level from .08% to .05%.  This proposed level is comparable to most European countries.  I am also aware that Mothers Against Drunk Driving (MADD) is in support of this bill.

I urge you and the Government of Canada to change this law.  This reduction will:

· reduce impaired drivers on our roads,

· demonstrate to all Canadians especially our youth the seriousness of driving impaired,

· make our roads safe and hospitals clear of these accidents,

· keep up with international standards, and ,

· reduce this huge social problem that has a massive drain on our economy and save lives.

Too many people have died, too many people have been injured and too many families and friends have lost loved ones as a result of a senseless act. It is time to end the negative effects of impaired driving.  Therefore we are voicing our efforts to act in favour of the aforementioned bill.  It is time for this government to act.
